My name is Mark Palmer and I the National Campus Coordinator for Campus Crusade for Christ in Kyrgyzstan. I am writing on behalf of Alexander (Sasha) Kim and his Word of Life Church.


I have had the privilege of knowing Alexander before he became a Christian. I witnessed his conversion and was able to help him grow his first year as a new believer.  We encouraged him to enroll in a Bible Seminary in Moscow where he was trained to in ministry skills and taught God’s Word. We were excited when he decided to return to Bishkek to serve God.

For many years he has partnered with CCC in Kyrgyzstan and has grown the church from a small group that met in a living room to a 200 member congregation. For many years the church met and thrived in a center for children. This location was accessible and well known. Later the government began to restrict which places churches or religious groups could meet. The Word of Life Church was forced to make some hard choices. They decided to buy land to build.

I am writing on behalf of Alexander to testify that this is a legitimate need. Many of the students involved in CCC attend this church and some of our CCC staff are members of the Church advisory council.  Presently the church has laid a concrete foundation on the land that was purchased. Now they are waiting for the funds to build. I encourage you to consider being involved in this building project.
